Craig Cobb is a graduate of the Florida State University Graduate Film School.  His work has been both comic and socially conscious.  While in film school, his short screenplay “Paul McCall,” about the humiliation invoked by a note pinned to a child's shirt, was produced as a thesis film and went on to win numerous awards, including the 1996 student Emmy for best comedy.  After graduation, he was honored with a fellowship at the Seaside Institute, to continue work on the feature length screenplay, “Ravine,” a story about two eighteen-year-olds on their last weekend before graduation, as issues of race and sexuality come to the foreground.  Shortly after moving to New York City in 1996, he quickly established himself in the city’s film community by working in the editing departments of a number of features and television programs, including five seasons with “Sex and the City.”  Since the completion of the series, he has been busy editing for friends and working on his own current and future projects.  In 2002 and 2003 his short film “Maledetta Primavera” was seen in a number of film festivals worldwide, and followed in 2004 with “Ron on the Roof.”
